Acacia assesses student achievement by observing performance measures, which include graduation rates, retention rates, and
student satisfaction. For the Distance Education and Accrediting Commission's student achievement disclosure for the public, the
university provides graduation and retention rates. Acacia’s aggregated graduation rates for each degree major and overall retention
rate is shown below.

2018 Graduation Rates
Graduation rates were calculated within 150% normal completion time based on student cohorts tracked over time.
Student cohorts are first-time students. 150% of Acacia University’s normal completion time for a master’s degree is 6 years.
